Children ages 7 YEARS OR YOUNGER must have a parent or caregiver at least 16 years of age in the pool area with

them at all times. If the child has not passed the swim test, parent/caregiver must be in the water within arm’s reach. If the
child has passed the swim test, parent/caregiver must be presi0ent in the pool area but is not required to be in the water.
> Children ages 8-10 who have passed the swim test may use the pool, but parent/caregiver must remain in the facility.

If the child does not pass the test, parent/caregiver must be in the water with them at all times within arm’s reach.

> Youth ages 11-16 who pass the swim test may use the pool at all depths. If Youth 11-16 do not pass the swim test, then
they must adhere to swim safety rules of the facility’s aquatic department, which may vary from one facility to another. All
individuals 16 years or younger must pass a swim test to use the deep end of the pool.
Lifeguards have final discretion and authority to enforce pool rules for the safety of all swimmers.
